2.1. User Types

This Kingdom user guide is created for BritNed Participants. There are four types of user
roles available. These user roles are:

1 Trader
T Nominator
1 Transfer Participant
1 Reporting
2.1.1. Trader

A Trader is a user role that buys / purchases Transmission Rights, enters the
Transmission Rights Returns, and enters/receives the Transmission Rights Transfers.

2.1.2. Nominator

A Nominator is a user role that enters and maintains the Nominations. This role has an
access to all web forms related to the Nominations, and is not entitled to participate in
Auctions, Transfers, Returns, etc.

2.1.3. Transfer Participant

A Transfer Participant is a user role which obtains Transmission Rights via Transfers. A
Transfer Participant has the rights as a Transmission Rights owner. This user role is not
entitled to participate in Auctions.

2.1.4. Reporting
A Reporting user role is for fhack-officedpurposes. In most cases, the Reporting role may

only access web forms in a read-only mode.

2.2. Supported Browsers

The supported browsers that can be used to access the Kingdom system are

This information is provided in the form of charts and overview tables
on the initial system screen.

The Trading Summary lists are only available to the trader/nominators. Other types of
users are automatically redirected towards the Messages screen, instead.

3.3.2. Data Interval Selection

Description

This element allows the user to select a date interval, for which the screen content
shall be displayed. Date From and Date To are selected by means of standard date
selection tool.

3.3.3. Credit information

This section provides the user with the basic credit information. For the detailed view on
the Tr ad e r 6 s, gd td theaCnedieLimit Overview form (accessible through the menu
item Finance).

3.3.3.1. Available Credit

This displays the current value of the Trader’s Available Credit and will define whether a
trader can bid or not.

3.3.3.2. Invoiced Liabilities

This indicates the value of the Trader’s Invoiced Liabilities (i.e. liabilities from the finished
Transmission Rights auctions, for which the invoice information has already been
generated in the system).

3.3.4. Transmission Rights and Nomination Charts

This part of the Trading Summary displays two charts indicating the allocated
Transmission Rights and nominations of that particular Trader / Nominator.

Charts details

The data are displayed for the time interval as per date selection described in the chapter
4.3.2:

1 For oneday i hours are indicated on the x axis (in HH:MM format)

i For two and more days selected i days are indicated on the x axis (in DD-MM
format)

4.2. DAILY AUCTION (EXPLICIT)

After completion of Long Term auctions for a particular day, the process proceeds to the
daily auction of Transmission Rights.

NOTE: By default, the daily auction is operated as Implicit, i.e. administered by APX. In
such case, the user is not expected to interact with the Kingdom system as participants
wishing to bid into the Implicit auction will do so via the APX power exchange.

If the Implicit auction is not available then BritNed may choose the daily auction as
explicit. Under fdaily explicitd option, the daily auctions will be held for each border
direction separately. Contrary to the Long Term auction, hourly products are offered in the
auction. Daily OC is evaluated automatically in Kingdom.

The daily explicit auction is operated as an fhourly auctionoi i.e. the individual hours are
auctioned separately, the offered capacity being calculated by the system.
